     2.  The possibility of sharing one’s own culture and way of life with others.   

     3.  The opportunity to appreciate a different society, customs and traditions.

Ground transportation in Japan is provided.  Housing and meals are pro-

vided in Japan by a host family or by the City of Ibigawa.
